The increase in the complement of military personnel from approximately 650 to approximately 830 is
expected by late summer.

The CC-150 Polaris and GR40 Aurora aircraft conduct aio-air refueling and aerial intelligence,
surveillance, and reconnaissance missions as part of Coalition operations. As of 10 September, the
Polaris conducted 550 sorties, delivering more than 31.lbmlounds of fuel, while the Aurora
conducted 581 reconnaissance sorties and surveyed more than 4700 points of interest.
